The main problems of neuroaxial anesthesia in polytrauma patients are technical difficulties and
risk of high level spinal block. The aims of the study were the comparison of efficacy of spinal
anesthesia, performed in the supine position compared to conventional and the comparison of
complications in unilateral spinal anesthesia with hypobaric solutions with traditional spinal
anesthesia. The study included respectively 120 and 60 patients with polytrauma. There is no
differensis between spinal anesthesia in supine and traditional positions by the characteristics
of block and the safety and it can be recommended for patients who are transferring to a seated
or lateral position is technically difficult or impossible. Unilateral spinal anesthesia using
hypobaric local anesthetic solution in high risk trauma patients significantly reduce risk of
hypotension and bradycardia, but prolonged surgical interventions and should be combined with
catheterization of the epidural space.
